I recently attended the Executive and Annual General Meetings of the RCNA in Oshawa Ontario, representing the ADPNA as the Club Director; secondary duties of National Executive Secretary and Division Vice President Atlantic were keeping me on the go as well.


Several motions were made and carried, lots of ideas were planned and overall they were good meetings. It is good to meet representatives from over 30 clubs and hear their ideas. I will have a comprehensive report at the November meeting. The following are some of the more important items: 

1. The Veterans Federation proposed by the Legion was unanimously turned down. Since then, our President attended the Legion meeting in Ottawa with this information.
